The third challenge is the
pressure of English as the
second language for all Chi-
nese students. They have
heavy loads of assignment,
endless reports and books
that they can never finish
reading, the tension is in-
tensing. Believers struggle to
make choice between time
for school work or for fel-

lowship/church services.
